        “WoW enables users to achieve detail and consistency that is just 
not possible using screen- or litho-based transfers, even across seams or 
on dark fabrics,” said Weeks. “It’s suitable for use with cotton, poly-cotton, 
nylon, leather, polyester sportswear, and neoprene, and works with most 
toner-based laser printers and copiers.”  
        Transfers can be produced at up to 15 A4-size sheets per minute, 
and the whole process is clean, with no chemicals or inks to deal with.

Peel the transfer off the mask to 
reveal the image, which is then transferred onto the fabric using the heat 
press.  
        For the remainder of 2007, WoW will be available in limited 
quantities, in boxes of 20 sheets, which the manufacturer is 
recommending to select customers who want to test out the new product. 
Starting in 2008, the product will be more widely available in boxes of 50 
sheets.
